	agree that our organization will comply with the following University rules and regulations for student organizations:


1. The purpose, objectives, and activities of our organization will be consistent with the objectives, rules, and regulations of The University of Akron and with all municipal, state, and federal laws.

2. Our organization will not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, national origin, ancestry, gender, age, handicap, veteran status, or sexual orientation in the selection of our members or in our programs unless federal or state laws allow for such exceptions.

3. Every voting member of our organization is currently enrolled as a student at The University of Akron Wayne College and is in compliance with the statement of eligibility. To this end, it is understood that only University of Akron students will serve as officers of our organization.

4. Our organization will manage its own finances but in accordance with the rules and regulations prescribed by The University of Akron.  Registration in no way implies nor guarantees that we will receive University funding.

We understand that organizations that receive funding from the Extracurricular Activities Fund must also adhere to the conditions and guidelines for the allocation and expenditure of EAF monies as established by Associated Student Government's Executive Budget Commission (EBC) and the Extracurricular Activities Sub-Committee (EASC) of Faculty Senate.

Our organization will appoint a Student Senate Representative to represent our organization in the All Student Senate meeting.  The appointed Senate Representative will attend 75% of All Student Senate meetings.  If the Representative Senator cannot attend, a “Substitute Senator” will be permitted to attend in his/her place. We understand that failure to maintain the 75% attendance policy will result in the lost of EAF funding for the following academic school year.  If such a situation should arise, each club/organization has the option to file a grievance report with the Coordinator of Student Activities.

5. Our organization will present a list of current officers and the name of the required faculty advisor on a factual, signed Student Organization Annual Registration Form.  These documents, along with the most recently amended constitution, will be kept on file in the Coordinator of Student Activities.  Annually, Coordinator of Student Activities will request one-fourth of the student organizations to submit a current constitution.  Thus, each group will submit a constitution accordingly.  Not doing so will mean that the organization is no longer a registered group, and the organization will lose all privileges afforded registered student organizations.  A list of organizations that are required to submit a constitution will be provided.

6. Our organization may use the University's name or designation in its title, or in its publications and letterhead, only to the extent authorized by The University of Akron Wayne College. Our organization is not to use or join the name of The University of Akron Wayne College in its title or in any manner, which might otherwise imply University endorsement, sponsorship, or approval of our publications, activities, purposes, actions, or positions.

7. All written communications from our student organization shall indicate our registration status with the University as follows (the disclaimer):

a) [Name of Student Organization] is a registered student organization at The University of Akron Wayne College.

b) Registration shall not be construed as approval, endorsement, or sponsorship by The University of Akron Wayne College of the student organization's publications, activities, purposes, actions, or positions.

8. We understand that all registered student organizations are nonprofit organizations.

9. Our student organization shall inform the Coordinator of Student Activities in advance when it intends to sponsor an event or hold an fund-raising activity on campus and the purpose of such an event.  It is not the intent of this provision to exercise censorship over activities but to assure that orderly scheduling of facilities and adequate preparation for the event occurs; however, any invitations to visitors involving the use of University facilities by registered student organizations should be compatible with the University's mission as an educational institution and not materially or substantially interfere with the orderly conduct of educational programs or activities

10. We understand that all of our organization's fund-raising activities and all planned events must first seek pre-approval through the Coordinator of Student Activities by completing, in detail, the Project/Activity Pre-approval Form and attaching it to the Application for use of College Facilities Form.  The Coordinator of Student Activities will process the required forms once the event is pre-approved.  
11. We understand that all student organizations shall abide by the regulations established for the use of various University facilities.  Activities and programming shall be in keeping with the purpose and objectives of the specific group and the University.  The use of University facilities may be denied to any student organization when, in the judgment of the Coordinator of Student Activities and the Senior Director of Student Life and Enrollment Management, such use would likely expose the University, its employees, students, or visitors to unreasonable liability for personal or other injury or risks; or, when such use would unfairly deny access to reasonable use by other student organizations; or, when such requested use by a student organization is used as a pretext to gain access to use of University facilities by or for non-university students or groups; or, to conduct purely commercial activities; or, for personal or private use of students or non-students; or, for any other improper use.

12. Our student organization may use any marks and/or identifying designs, trade names, service marks, copyrights, logo/graphics, and/or symbols, which have come to be associated and/or identified with The University of Akron Wayne College with prior written approval by the Department of University Communications (postal code +0604).

13. For organizations maintaining web pages on the University servers:  Our organization is aware of the Web Policy for Registered Student Organizations, and understands that should our organization fail to annually verify the address of the web page and the name and e-mail address of the person responsible for the maintenance of the organization’s web page by the annual registration deadline, the web page will be deactivated until the Annual Registration Form has been submitted and approved by the Senior Director of Student Life and Enrollment Management.  Our organization is aware of the University approved Associated Student Government Policy requiring undergraduate registered student organizations to select a representative to participate in the Student Senate Representative meetings.  We will indicate our representative’s name and contact information on the Annual Registration Form.

14. And, we are aware that pending action by the Senior Director of Student Life and Enrollment Management may temporarily suspend the registration status of a student organization upon reasonable belief that the organization has violated or intends to violate the terms of its registration, and/or including, but not limited to, violation of conduct regulations governing student organizations; or, failure to comply with procedures governing the use of University facilities; or, failure to comply with directions of University administrative officers and police or any other governmental authority or faculty acting within the purview of authority and/or when carrying out their normal duties.

In the event the registration of a student organization is temporarily suspended pursuant to this provision, the Senior Director of Student Life and Enrollment Management shall forthwith notify the Dean of Wayne College, whereupon the Dean of Wayne College may vote to uphold the temporary suspension, or to modify, revise, enlarge, or diminish suspension, or to terminate the registration of the organization.
